6.8 Inclement Weather / Unacceptable Hill Conditions

In case of inclement weather or poor hill conditions, the Referee, and one of the Hillclimb
Association's Officers and the Promoter will determine a definite late starting time for the purpose
of getting the hill in satisfactory condition, or for cancellation or postponement of the meet. If over
50% of the program has been run; it will be considered a completed program and the entire
guaranteed purse must be paid.

One All-Star Challenge Meet will be held annually.

Riders will draw for riding order at registration. All riders will ride the first and second rides.

The rider with the fastest time in the Xtreme and Unlimited classes in round one will be awarded a
$100 bonus for each class.

The rider with the fastest time from the Xtreme and Unlimited classes in round two will be
awarded a $150 bonus for each class.

Championship points will be paid after the first two rides to the finishers in 11th through 15th 22"
places in the Xtreme and Unlimited classes

6.19 Championship Points

When the results of National Championship races are declared official, points will be awarded in
each class to the top 22 finishers according to the following schedule:

1st 25 6th 17 11th 12 16th 7 21st 2

2nd 22 7th 16 12th 11 17th 6 22nd 1

3rd 20 8th 15 13th 10 18th 5

4th 19 9th 14 14th 9 19th 4

5th 18 10th 13 15th 8 20th 3

Points will accumulate for the calendar year.

A Hillclimb Champion will be decided in each class based on the total annual series points
accumulated from a riders best finishes, in a maximum of seven-ef-the-eight six of the seven
